There is no future without a history - Introduction to the History Walk 
The first president of the EAN, Prof. Guenther Deuschl, and the EAN board named two senior founding members of the two mother societies, 
Prof. (em) Eberhard Deisenhammer (formerly EFNS) and Prof. (em) Klaus V. Toyka (formerly ENS), becoming the first archivists. Their 
work started with the public presentation of a History Walk at the Inaugural Meeting of the EAN in Berlin. Understanding and appreciating 
the past history is the basis for future developments and innovation. Ignoring the past carries the risk of stagnation. From 2015 onwards, the 
EAN takes care in establishing a long range archive.
